Accommodation

A block booking has been arranged with Hotel Norrtull at a special rate per night of 1 250 SEK for a single room and 1 450 SEK for a double room inclusive of VAT and breakfast. For Stockholm conditions, this is a very favourable price considering the quality of the hotel. Hotell Nortull will be the starting point for bus transfers and there will be no other pick-up sites. The airport coach from Arlanda airport has a stop right at the hotel.

Conditions:

Bookings at the above price can be made covering the period May 24 to June 1 and on a first come first served basis up to May 1 and for the number of desired nights. After that date, the hotel will apply their regular prices which are 1 950 SEK per night for a single room and 2 165 SEK for a double room. Travel information

From Stockholm-Arlanda airport there are frequent airport coaches which stop at Hotell Norrtull. Travel time around 40 minutes. This is the cheapest and most convenient way. The fast-train connection Arlanda Express will take you to the Central Station about 1.5 km from the Congress hotel
From Stockholm-Bromma airport you can either use the airport coach to the Central Station (around 20 minutes) and go by taxi from there to your hotel  or take a taxi straight from the airport. It is suggested that you ask for a preliminary price.

When using taxis in Stockholm or from the airports, you are strongly recommended to use either of the companies Stockholm Taxi, 020 ( yellow cabs ) or Taxi Kurir.

On May 27 delegates staying at Hotel Norrtull can take bus No 65 to the Central Station and continue by frequent commuter train to Älvsjö (total travel time around 40 minutes). Delegates living elsewhere must also leave from the Central Station for Älvsjö.

From Hotell Nortull, it is very easy to reach Stockholm downtown. Bus No 65 stops right outside the hotel and there is an underground station less than 10 minutes away.
