IPH Congress 2010 –  ANGOULEME – 7 – 10 October
Call for Papers

The 30th IPH Congress of International Paper Historians will take place in Angoulême, France, hosted by the Association Française d’Histoire du Papier et des Papeteries (AFHEPP).

It will be held from 7 – 10 October, 2010, the last day (11 October) being an optional Excursion day.

The themes of the congress will cover three main aspects, inspired by the local history of papermaking in the Angoumois :

Session 1 : Side-industries and crafts connected to Papermaking 

Our attention will be focused on various activities such as the making of moulds, wheels, felts, machines, metal-woven carpets, dandy-rolls, chemical and colouring agents, etc. Relying on public or private archives or collections of objects, the presentations may deal for instance with regional specialization, technological innovations, history of firms and professional profiles, with a special interest in the interdependence of these side-activities.

Session 2 : Paper Economy and Trade : national and international Interactions

In the course of the centuries, the papermaking activity in Angoumois has brought about various technical or commercial interactions, locally with the french South-west region, nationally with Paris and Bordeaux, and internationally with the Low-Countries, the United Kingdom and Iberian Peninsula, as well as overseas – as shown for instance by the history of local watermarks– which still remain to be studied. Other case studies of such diversified networks developped by important papermaking centers will be considered in this section.

Session 3 : The Uses of Paper : Gestures, Words, Expertise

Through the various areas of application of paper (art, writing, printing, wrapping, industrial applications, preservation and conservation), we shall consider in this section the many ways to use this medium, to choose it, shape it, transform it, as well as describing or praising it, developing knowledge about it, improving observation procedures, collecting it or even conspiring for its extinction. Specific gestures, discourses or expertise protocoles will be our main focus here.

Anyone wishing to present a paper is invited to send a short abstract (maximum  300 words / 1500 signs) in English, in word or rtf format, no later than December 31st 2009 to the program committee,

· Name, e-mail and/or postal address, professional title of the author(s)

· Title of the presentation

· Max 300 words (1500 signs) summary of contents.

The length of the oral presentations at the Congress will be c. 20 minutes.

The congress languages are preferably English and French, as well as German : please note that no translation will be provided, except for the written translation of abstracts.

The program committee will inform the proposers about acceptance of their proposals by March 31, 2010, providing them with guidelines for authors.

The full text of the presentation is due on September 30, 2010 as well as a version of the presentation on a CD (if ready in a definitive version).
